Pre-Forum Preparation:   Read the Four Futures and identify: 

· What would advocates of this Future see as the major problem in international relations today?

· How would this Future address this problem?

The Forum Day

Poster Presentations: 
The Team Facilitator may participate in the poster presentation in whatever way the school team decides.

Breakout Session I
Team Facilitator will be assigned to one of the Global Issue Breakouts and will attend this session as an observer/reporter.

Breakout Session II 
Team Facilitator will be assigned to one of the Future Breakouts. S/he will be an observer/reporter in this session, watching how the presentation is developed and taking notes as needed in preparation for the facilitator role when students return to the classroom.

Futures Presentations 
Team Facilitators will observe the presentation of Futures, taking notes as needed in preparation for the facilitator role when students return to the classroom.

Breakout Session III
Team Facilitator will participate in the small group session as any other student in the Capitol Forum.

Afternoon Forum 
Team Facilitators will be free to participate in the same manner as other students in the forum with elected and public officials.

Post-Forum Responsibilities

The Team Facilitator will be responsible for leading the other four Forum participants in developing their presentations to the class. This includes debriefing on the day’s events and (most importantly) presenting the Four Futures as part of the Post-Forum lesson.

Your Team Facilitator will have a lead role in the lesson that introduces the Futures to the rest of the class and any misunderstandings about the Futures will skew the consideration of the class. It will be important for you to check in with him/her before the Forum to see that s/he understands the core differences among the Four Futures found in the Curriculum Resource Book – Part II. 

Reporter/Photographer:

The fifth person can be assigned the role of reporter/photographer to carry the story of the Capitol Forum back to the school and community.  In Illinois and Indiana, all fifth students play this role and a meeting is arranged with the Capitol Press Corp as part of the day.
