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The Capitol Forum on America’s Future is a multi-state initiative engaging high school social studies students and teachers in deliberation about our nation’s future in the changing international environment.  A national program of Choices for the 21st Century Education Program at Watson Institute for International Studies at Brown University, the Capitol Forum provides the curriculum and a venue for students to actively participate in civic dialogue about US foreign policy. Teachers who participate in the program receive materials and training to engage whole classes in consideration of five major global issues: international trade, terrorism, global environment, migration/immigration, and proliferation.

The Capitol Forum, begun in 1997, has been initiated in 12 states: Connecticut, Idaho, Illinois, Indiana, Maine, Maryland, Nebraska, New Jersey, Rhode Island, Utah, Washington and West Virginia.
