· Do a pre-forum lesson with all students in your class in which students will examine a variety of current topics and concerns on the international agenda and relate them to the four global themes of the program. They will write a position statement articulating their concerns and post it to the Capitol Forum web site. Finally, they will develop a poster expressing the views of the class.  The poster will be presented at the forum. Materials will be provided.

· Select four students from the class to represent the class at the forum at the capitol. These students will each prepare to be “experts” on one of the four issues of the forum. Background readings will be provided.
