Follow-Up Lesson"

You have a follow-up lesson in your CRBII. This lesson is designed to take two traditional length class periods. You should, of course, feel free to adapt it to your class and circumstances. This lesson and the ballot are an integral part of the Capitol Forum program. Please do this lesson as soon as possible after the forum.  We recommend doing the lesson the same week as the Capitol Forum while it is still fresh in everyone’s mind.

As part of the post-forum lesson, all students are asked to draft a paragraph describing their “Future 5”—an explanation of their own views on what role the United States should be taking in world affairs.  This should be expanded to a letter to legislators or to the editorial page of the newspaper as a culminating activity.

The follow-up lesson includes a balloting activity involving each student in your class(es).  The ballots are to be entered online by the students. If you wish to do this as a classroom activity prior to posting, you can make paper copies of the ballot for classroom use. (A pdf is available in the Resources section of the Capitol Forum website.) However, all ballots must ultimately be entered online.  This can be done as a homework assignment or as a class in the computer lab.  The students will be able to do the online ballot after logging into the new website with the login and password you have given them. Please refer to the website instructions.
