Things To Do

When?
What?

ASAP after pre-forum meeting
Select students to attend forum.

ASAP after pre-forum meeting
Provide background readings to selected students (in CRB—II).


Each student representative will be an “expert” in one of the five topics addressed at the Forum (conflict, trade, immigration, environment, nuclear weapons)

At least 2 wks. prior to forum
Do pre-forum lesson with all students in the class(es).

Prior to forum
Have students develop a “class statement” and send it to your state coordinator. He or she will forward it to the Choices Program to post on the Capitol Forum web site.


Have students complete poster.


Note:  Students developing the poster need not be those selected to attend the Forum. Be sure students attending can present the poster.

Get signed media release forms from all attending students.


Permission slips must be returned to the state organizer no later than [DATE].  Nametags, certificates, and breakout groups at the forum are developed in advance by the organizer based in part on information provided on the media release forms.

Attend Capitol Forum

Within one week after forum
Teacher and student representatives lead post-forum lesson.


Optional: If you have time in your class schedule, you may want to adapt the lesson to have student representatives engage the class in a Choices role play on the Futures rather than present them.  


Optional: Some participating teachers and students have involved students beyond the classroom in this activity — perhaps a grade level or all school activity.

Within one week after Forum
As the final activity of the post-forum lesson, have all students complete the ballot activity online and write a Future 5 that can be sent to legislators or the newspaper.
